Hinkley Point Site C – Tactical Support Officer
Core Service Delivery
The HPC Tactical Support Officer role helps ensure that DSFRS can achieve its vision and priority, including enhancing Community and Firefighter safety wherever possible. 
The actions and workload of this role change as the risk at Hinkley Point change. Working closely with the DSFRS Tactical Liaison Officer for Hinkley Point C, internal DSFRS teams and external community partners, you will identify and mitigate the risks associated with the project that present an impact on DSFRS and the local community. 
Attached to Taunton Group the role will be flexible to enable the postholder to assist the Tactical Liaison Officer, in a variety of other tactical support activities where necessary. Administrative duties can be based remotely, but there will be an expectation to work in the West Somerset Area and on the Hinkley Point C site when required. 
Alongside the Tactical Liaison Officer, you will also assist with the collation of project-based risk information to help develop Operational Risk Information for the appropriate internal team. This data will also support the risk-based training and awareness to DSFRS teams 
Intent
You will develop and maintain effective working relationships with key Community project stakeholders to enable the identification of current and emerging Community based risks and operational risks. Working with internal partners you will co-ordinate and develop mitigation activities including Road, Fire and Community Safety
You will assist in the collation of and maintain accurate risk information, which in turn will enable the facilitating of training and familiarisation visits to enable DSFRS Operational and Control staff to effectively respond to incidents at Hinkley Point C.
Plan
This will be achieved by prioritising the Impact based risks posed to the Community and Operational risks posed to DSFRS. Engaging with partners in a professional manner to build trusting relationships enabling the mitigation of such risks where possible.
Main Effort
Respecting others priorities and managing expectations to lead by example and recognising challenges to enable innovative solutions.

Tasks
Identify current and emerging Community impact-based risks
Coordinate and assist in the development and where necessary, the delivery of Community based mitigation activities including Road, Fire and Community Safety.
Attend relevant Hinkley Point C project related meetings at Local Authority and Partnership level.
Liaise with relevant DSFRS teams such as Road Safety, Community Safety, Fire Safety and Operational Risk.

Access the site on a regular basis to carry out functions as required
Assist with the identification, assessment, review of risk and future risks within the Hinkley Point C site.
Record risk information gathered.
Assist with the programme and facilitate when required 7.2.d visits on known risks.
Assist with the planning & conduct of training/exercises on known risks.
Assist with the development of our exercise strategy for 2022 and beyond
